For many it may also include following their parents down the same destructive road to incarceration.

For the past 2 years, the Mission Commission has participated in this program to make contact with children & their care givers in our own community. We have been able to provide Christmas gifts as requested by the inmate parents & approved by the local care givers. Presbyterian Women have supported this effort by providing gift wrapping, transportation, a party with food & crafts, & delivery of gifts to those unable to attend the party. Cards, gifts & photos are then mailed to the inmate parent. 

 We agree with the Angel Tree program that Christmas is no time for a child to fall through the cracks. Since the Mission Commission has no funding for these local projects, we need your help. Please support the Deacons as they offer to raise money for this effort to connect imprisoned moms & dads with their children.
